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Floreat Early Years morning routine 
Mornings are our most productive time for learning.
To maximise the learning that can take place in the mornings and throughout the rest of the day, at Floreat, we try to follow a very consistent and well ordered morning routine. This routine helps our children habituate virtues of orderliness and self-control. It creates space for thinking, curiosity and reflection, and it promotes independence because the children are centred, self-sufficient and serving, rather than focused on their peers, needy or demanding.
In Reception (and Nursery very similarly), our morning routine looks like this:
· Parents do not come into the school building with their children.
· Having lined up outside, Reception children enter the school calmly, hands on hips and without talking to other children.
· Children put their things away and come straight to the carpet, ready to listen and learn.
· The teacher sits at the front, modelling calmness, and smiling at the children to welcome them, but saying as little as possible. 
· Children find a carpet square to sit in.
· The teacher has put a challenge on the board (such as an interesting picture to investigate, a thinking challenge or handwriting), and will use hand signals or give quiet directions if necessary. 
· Teaching assistants take children for interventions at this time. 
· A Confident Voice is required when answering the register. 
· The day's visual timetable is shared.
· Routines are well established (e.g. toileting, band system for outside, behaviour, the water station). The band system is whereby children wear coloured bands over their heads and across their bodies when using the outdoor learning area. 
· Any new activities (inside and outside) are modelled. 
· Children sing a song together.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The children greet one another collectively, and then begin their school day. 
Language 
· “I really like the way xxxx has come in with such dignity.”
· “At Floreat we come into school calmly and quietly.” 
· “Show me that you are ready to listen and learn.”
· “Show me self-control/leadership.”
· “Show me how to come in calmly.”
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
