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Floreat transitions and break times

[bookmark: _GoBack]The times when children move around the school, or go out to play, are opportunities to teach self-controlled  behaviour. During Summer Institute (our annual training programme), Floreat teachers are equipped to establish calm routines for transitions within the classroom. Establishing routines for daily activities such as forming a circle, collecting whiteboards efficiently and lining up at the door fosters pupils’ independence and maximises learning time. 
When children move around our schools, they walk, not talking, and with their hands on their hips. This contributes to a calm environment in the school, and creates a reflective atmosphere in which pupils learn to self manage and act with dignity. 
Non-negotiables
· Children either walk in silence or sing quietly when moving from one area of the school to another.
· Children walk with their hands on their hips. 
· Children walk on the left hand side of the corridors.
· Teachers give children very clear instructions before leaving the classroom.
· Teachers model the behaviour they expect.
· Teachers and teaching assistants model and participate in appropriate playground games. 
· Children wear their school jumpers during assemblies. 
Routines
· Children tidy up after morning break, leaving the playground set up for lunch time break. 
· Children should sing songs during transitions e.g. Lets all make a lovely circle
· During corridor transitions, teaching assistants walk halfway down the line modelling the appropriate actions. 
· Children line up after break times at their designated spot with a teacher or teaching assistant at the front. 
· Children can use the loo up to 10 minutes before the end of break time. The bell is rung once for ‘toilet time’ and twice for ‘lining up time’. 
Language examples
· “First we are going to go to the toilet, and then we will walk down the corridor with our hands on our hips” (ask children to repeat).
· “At Floreat, we always walk with our hands on our hips.”
·  “Thank you for walking with such dignity.”
· “We need a line leader to show the class how to walk smartly.”
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
